Volunteer Roles:

 

a)  Crowd Mobilizer -  We estimate four or more such people.  They will move into the crowd and attract people to the booths.  Four or more outgoing adults are required for this.

 

b)  Greeter - We expect to have one Greeter - This person welcomes people to the both, hands them the forms, directs them how to fill it and points them to the place where they can sit and fill the form.  Those volunteering to do this need a little bit of instructions from one of the people trained yesterday. 

 

c)  Form Reviewer -  We need two such people - These will review the contents of the form filled out.  There are some mandatory fields that need to be filled out without which the application will not be accepted into the registry.  There are multiple sides of information needed from each donor.    After the form is filled out to our satisfaction, the person and form move to the Medical Reviewer. Those volunteering to do this also need a little bit of instructions from one of the people trained yesterday. 

Note:

1. Make sure that there are 2 signatures (one for medical evaluation and one for consent)

2. Verify Social Security # and or Driver’s License #. No visiting Indians allowed.

3. Home telephone and or mobile # must. Work # is optional

4. Ethnicity: Must mark Hispanic/Latino or Non-Hispanic before entering your race. Mark 06 for all Indians

5. Must have 2 contact people’s information that do not live with the donor. Relationship and phone # must. Address is optional

6. Medical Evaluation: If there is “Yes”, explain it below in detail. Height and weight must.

 

 

d)  Medical Reviewer -  We expect two people to be this.  Only trained people (those who took yesterday's training can do this).  I will be with Carol and Cynthia.  As Medical Reviewers, we will ask the appropriate medical questions to the person to determine if the application is accepted or differed. 

 

If form is approved, then the Medical Reviewer applies the two big stickers in their appropriate places, places a small sticker on the tracking sheet and hands off the corresponding swab kit (which have the same bar codes) to the donor and directs them to the swab station. 

 

a) Swab station helper - At the swab stations, there will be instructions how to use the kit.  If we have enough volunteers we can have a person stand there to ensure the samples are done right.  A big box will be provided where the donor drops the sealed envelop with the specimen in it.  Make sure they take the donor card with them. 
FAQs:

· Who qualifies for being a donor?

Individuals between the ages of 18 and 60.

· How does initial screen work?

Fill up the form, register and give swab samples.

· What if I am a match?

You will be called back as potential match to do comprehensive blood test and if you turn out to be best match, a grand physical will follow.

· What is the procedure for bone marrow donation?

There are 2 kinds:

1) A needle will be inserted in the hip under anesthesia and the marrow will be collected within a couple of hours. You may go to work next day. There will be soreness for 4-5 days. Marrow will rejuvenate within 3-4 weeks.

2) Peripheral blood Stem Cell Donation: 

Stem cells are collected from the circulating blood of the donor by running the blood through an apheresis machine and may take up to 3 days. Each day the donor may be injected with a growth factor to mobilize the stem cells in blood. Each day apheresis protocol may take 3-8 hours until enough stem cells are collected.
· Do I have register every year?

No. Once registered, it stays until you are 61 years old.

· How frequent is the update to the marrow data base?
Every single day.
